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"Authorized Body" - state body of the Republic of Kazakstan authorized to conduct investigation either 

upon the application of domestic producers or at its own initiative. 

 

CHAPTER 2. STATE CONTROL 

 

Article 5. Bodies of State Control 

 

1.  General management on the state control over trade practice of suppliers shall be carried out by 

the Government of the Republic of Kazakstan. 

 

2.  Direct activities on conducting investigation shall be carried out by the Authorized Body, 

determined  by the Government of the Republic of Kazakstan. 

 

3.  Introduction, revision and phasing out of safeguard measures shall be carried on the basis of the 
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2.  Any application can be withdrawn before the initiation of the investigation  and in this case, it 

shall be regarded as non-submitted. 

 

3.  In case if there is a sufficient evidence  of injury or threat of injury caused by import of any 

products, the Authorized Body can decide to initiate an investigation at its own initiative without having 

received a written application. 

 

Article 8. Consideration of an Application.
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Article 11. Period of Investigation 
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Article 15. Hearings 

 

1.  Interested persons/entities shall have the right to submit a request to the Authorized Body for 

holding hearing so that to get to know the documents relevant to investigation and rebuttal arguments 

offered by other party. 

 

2.  Hearings shall be chaired by an official of the Authorised Body who shall ensure that the 

confidentiality is preserved.  Representatives of the Authorized Body, parties and other persons/entities 

whose participation is necessary shall be at hearing. 

 

3.  Interested parties shall have the right to require additional hearings. If the request is duly justified 

the Authorized Body shall hold additional hearings. 

 

4.  Throughout the  hearing, shall be kept a record. Interested parties shall have the right to submit
