Kazakhstan: The last cycle of meetings took place 
between 4-5 June.  Updated AGSTs had been 
submitted with a new base  period.  Outstanding 
questions were still being addressed.  On the 
multilateral level, the Draft Working Party Report 
had been further stabilized but outstanding 
technical work remained in several areas of the 
foreign trade regime and the SPS section lagged 
behind.  Evolving regulatory developments at the 
CU level required precise description and 
reflection, including in commitments in the Draft 
Working Party Report. Serious technical work was 
under way to review and address these issues and 
advance on the tariff adjustment exercise.  The 
Consolidated Draft Services Schedule was being 
reviewed by Astana, and would be circulated 
following technical verification by relevant 
Signatory Members.  Depending on the timely 
receipt of inputs, the next cycle of meeti ngs was 
envisaged for the week of 22 July.
