Article ...
Issuing Entities

1. It is incumbent upon the Directorate-General of Commerce to issue certificates of
origin for Timorese products with a view to their export.

2. Through a Government Decree, upon the initiative of the Minister with authority over
the area of trade, the Government may transfer the competence for issuing
certificates of origin, for all or some products of Timorese origin, to one or more
business associations of the sector that are legally established.

Article ...
Supervision

In the situations provided for in paragraph two of the previous article, the Directorate-General
of Commerce has the power of inspection over the entities and procedures for issuing
certificates of origin.

Article ...
Revocation

1. The rejection of a request for certification of origin of goods may be appealed against
hierarchically to the Minister of Tourism, Commerce and Industry, within 30 days counting

from the notification of the decision.

2. The deadline for a decision on the hierarchical appeal is 90 days and the Rules of Origin
