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4™ Alteration to Decree-Law no. 10/2005 of 21 November, approving the
Procurement Legal Regime

The Procurement Legal Regime approved by Decree-Law no. 10/2005 of 21 November and
changed by Decree-Law no. 24/2008 of 23 July and by Decree-Law no. 1/2010 of 18
February, sets essential rules for the country, namely rules concerning the acquisition of
goods and services by the State.

Law no. 172011 of 14 February, approving the 2011 State General Budget, created the
Infrastructure Fund and the Human Capital Development Fund. The Administration Boards
of these Funds will be the entities responsible for their operations and consequently they will
also be responsible for approving procurement procedures concerning projects under their
competence.

Therefore it becomes necessary to change the Procurement Legal Regime so as to include
two new entities responsible for approving procurement projects concerning infrastructure
and human capital development projects and programs. This will enable improvements in
terms of accountability and transparency in the spending of public monies towards the
development of the Nation.

Thus,

Under sections 115.1 (e), 116 (a) and 116 (d) of the Constitution of the Republic, the
Government decrees the following, to prevail as law:
