CREATES THE AUTHORITY OF INSPECTION AND SUPERVISION OF
ECONOMIC, SANITARY AND FOOD ACTIVITIES, I.P.

The Program of the VI Constitutional Government establishes as onguabrities the relaunch of
consumer prizction policy, improvement of the living conditions of the populationthecegulation

of economic activities. To this end, it is essential to review the legal norms on food safety and
consumer services, with pamilar emphasis on food quality contasd well as hygiene and health
conditions in public establishments and places, with the aim of eliminating, reducing or preventing
risks to public health and health problems.

In addition, it is also important to digtine and control the exercise of econo

supervision competences of economic activities, sanitary conditions and food quality control with
powers of authority and competence to investigate lawsuits against adrmi@stféenses and to
impose fines and sanctions inseaof violation of the law. But which, in addition to that, promotes
actions to disseminate relevant information, with the objective of reducing, eliminating or preventing
risks in the food chain for plib health, health risks and ensuring the regular@se of economic

k) Order the suspension of activities or the closure of places of production and sale of food or
services, as well as the closure of essaiptents and places of public use, in accordance with
the law;

[) Take samples at the places where they carry out inspections and send for laboratory analysis
by the competent authorities;

m) Issue technical opinions, recommendations and warnings on mattatedrto human
nutrition, animal health and welfare, plant health and genetically modified organisms, in
articulation with the competent entities in scientific and laboratory matters;

n) Cdlect and analyze data that allow the characterization and evaladtiisks that have a
direct or indirect impact on the elimination, reduction or prevention of risks in the food chain;

0) Monitor national technical participation in the different inteioral bodies for food quality
control,

p) Propose the definition of ¢hstrategy for communicating risks in the food chain and health
problems within its competence, proposing contents, means of dissemination and
communication target groups;

Section Il
Bodies

Article 11
Inspector General

1. AIFAESA isheaded by an Inspector General.

2. The Inspector General shall be appointed by order d?timee Minister to carry out his/her duties
for a period of three years, renewable once.

3. It is incumbent upon the Inspector General to:

a) Represent AIFAESA in nationak international institutions or bodies;

b) Direct, coordinate and guide the services, &l as approve the regulations and norms of
operation necessary for their proper functioning;

c) Approve and submit for superiapproval, the AIFAESA Strategic Plahgt Annual Plan, the
Budget, as well as the Supply Plan;

d) Submit to the Prime Minister fapproval and transmission to the Planning and Monitoring
Unit and to the Ministry of Finance, the Physical Execution Evolution Report of the AIFAESA
Strategic Plan,he Annual Plan, the Budget, and the Procurement Plan, as well as the Budget
Execution Repds;



e) Decide on the leasing and acquisition of goods and services within the scope of his/her
competences;

f) Decide on the ban on the manufacture, storage, distnbotimarketing of food products which
are not in conformity with the law;

g) Decide orthe suspension of activity or the closure of establishments and places that jeopardize
public health, in accordance with the law;

h) Apply the fines and penalties providi by law, in the areas within his/her competence;

i) Communicate to the entities ressible for licensing, through SERVE, the infractions
committed by economic agents;

j) Order the filing of administrative offense proceedings, whose investigative powergrarsed
to AIFAESA, under the terms of the law;

k) Exercise the other powers proviti®r in this diploma or determined by law.
4. The remuneration of the Inspector General is fixed by Government Decree.

Article 12
Assistant Inspector General

1. The Assistat Inspector General shall assist the Inspector General in the performdmneierf
duties.

2. The Assistant Inspector General shall be appointed by order of the Prime Minister, acting on a
proposal from the Inspector General, for the exercise of higlinetibns for a period of three
years, renewable once.

3. The Assistantnspector General shall exercise the powers delegated to him/her by the
Inspector General.

4. The remuneration of the Assistant Inspector General is fixed [( )]

b) Examine accounts, balance sheatsl accounting documents, issuing technical opinion
which is forwarded to the Inspector General,

c) Exercise internal control, being able, therefore, to carry out the examination of books,
documents, accoumi and administrative bookkeeping and other messuteemed
necessary;

d) Analyze the accounts for the previous year,

e) Deliberate, every six months, on the balance of accounts, accompanied by summary
information on the activities of AIFAESA.
